STAFF COMMENTS
1. Existing land use is vacant land.

Surrounding land use includes single family residential and Bellingrath Hills Elementary
School.

2.  Existing zoning is R (Rural).

Surrounding zoning is R (Rural).




Background The applicant is proposing the construction of a Small Planned Unit
Development consisting of 36 single family residential lots on 11.88 acres or 72% of the
site resulting in 3.0 dwelling units per acre. Based on the overall 16.5 acre site, the
proposed development calculates at 2.18 dwelling units per acre. The proposed typical lot
size averages at approximately 75 x 150 or 11,250 square feet. In addition, the applicant
proposes te build at minimum, 1,500 square foot single family residential homes.

The applicant has proposed to reserve Tract S as green space or COIMINION OPEN Space.
Tract S consists of 122,453 square feet or 2.81 acres. In addition, the plan indicates a
proposed mulch walking trail on Tract S located toward the northeast border of the
property. Internal and connecting streets are comprised of 1.47acres or 10% of the site.

Horizon Plan Statement The proposed rezoning is in Planning District 6. The subject
property is designated Low Density Residential land use on the “2010 Land Use Plan”.
The proposed rezoning from R (Rural) to SPUD (Small Planned Unit Development) is
consistent with the “2010 Land Use Plan”.
